defibrillation shock, usually occurs in less 
than a minute.  Timely defibrillation is the 
single most important factor in saving a 
SCA victim’s life.  

“With the three largest state Medicaid 
programs now covering the LifeVest, as 
well as many other medium and small 
state Medicaid plans, the critical impor-
tance of this life- saving device is appar-
ent,” said Richard A. Packer, Chairman 
and Chief Executive Officer of ZOLL.  
“Since LifeVest requires no bystander 
intervention, it offers high-risk patients 
and their families’ peace of mind.  For 
insurance companies, it’s cost effective to 
cover LifeVest since it reduces a patient’s 
need for a long hospital stay.”

There are two main components to the 
LifeVest: a garment and a monitor. The 
garment is worn under clothing and 
records arrhythmias, including before and 
after treatment. If it detects a life-threaten-
ing rhythm, the device alerts the patient, 
who if conscious can prevent the shock. If 
the patient is unconscious, the device 
delivers an electric shock to attempt to 
restore normal rhythm.  The lightweight 
monitor weighs about 1.8 pounds and is 
worn around the waist or from a shoulder 
strap, making it the only wearable external 
defibrillator available. Patients wearing the 
LifeVest are encouraged to wear the device 
continuously, excluding time when bath-
ing or showering.

The LifeVest is specifically approved 
by Medicaid and other insurers for those 
at high risk of sudden cardiac arrest.  The 
LifeVest may be prescribed to patients fol-
lowing a heart attack, before or after 
bypass surgery or stent placement, as well 
as for those with cardiomyopathy or con-
gestive heart failure.  It may also be pre-
scribed for patients who can’t have imme-
diate implant surgery for an ICD, includ-
ing those recovering from infections 
caused by ICDs. The amount of coverage 
for each indication is determined  by the 
approving insurance company’s policy.                                                                                                                                      

Over half of the Medicaid programs 
in the United States are now covering 
the LifeVest and more are coming 
online each month.   Since state 
Medicaid plans represent large popula-
tions in every state, this marks a signifi-
cant step in the LifeVest evolution. 
Over 1,200 health plans, both commer-
cial and state plans, now offer reim-
bursement for the LifeVest. 

To date, LifeVest has been prescribed 
for over 12,000 patients and there have 
been over 2,000 years of cumulative 
patient time wearing LifeVest.
